Introduction: This sessiori!What The Bible Teaches About Man's Only
Hope"...and we all need hope, don't we?

[llustration.."’When you lose hope, you wind-up in the 'john'!"

1. In our last session we saw that the greatest problem of the human race is the problem of
SIN!

1. Man is in a tough spot!
1. When we left him last time he was...
Sinful by birth!
Spiritually dead!
Separated from God!
Condemned!
Without any hope whatsoever in this world!
And headed for judgment!
The Bible says this about man's spiritual condition:
Eph. 2:2,3,12...He if¥lead in trespasses and sins’by nature a child of wrath'.and"has no
hope (and is) without God in the world."
2. Not a pretty picture of the human race!
3. So much for William Ernest Henley's so-called words of inspiration:
"I AM THE MASTER OF MY FATE; | AM THE CAPTAIN OF MY SOUL."
4, Wrongo, Ernie!
5. The fact is that man is as bad off as he can be without God!
1. That's called "depravity"!
2. Man's numero uno problem_is rtbiat he's beetDEPRIVED" ...
(1) That's man's diagnosis.
(2)  And he comes to that conclusion because he's rejected the
Word of God...
(3)  And if we reject the Word of God\hat's left?
4) Opinions...ideas...and theories!
(5)  What every man thinks.
3. But...the Bible teaches that because of the sinful nature he inherited
from his first parents...
4. That...he iISDEPRAVED!"
5. That's God's diagnosis!
6. Now...if man's right...then he might just as wé&at drink and be merry,
because tomorrow (or eventually¢'s gonna die!"
7. But...the Bible say8t is appointed unto man once to die and after that
(SOMETHING'S GONNA HAPPEN!)...
1. WHAT?
2. "...the judgment."(Hebrews 9:27)
8. That doesn't give us a whole lot to look forward to, does it?
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2. So...we have to ask the questidis there any hope for sinful, depraved,
condemned mankind?"
1. Now...l don't mean the kind of "hope" that we usually think of.
2. TIME Magazine once contained an essay cdlléape Sprouts Eternalih
which it commented that without the power of hope...
"The world would be quite a different place. Christopher Columbus would probably have looked
to the Western horizon and told his créWihere doesn't seem to be anything in sight. Let's turn
around and go homeThe march of industrial technology would have zigzagged. Thomas Alva
Edison, after spending $40,000 to test umpteen hundred possible filaments for an electric light
would have shrugged and sdidgive up. Nobody will ever figure this outMost of the heroes of
literature would have been far less heroic. Romeo would have said to'Yoligte a real neat
girl, but I don't think our families are ever going to let us get married. Maybe we should split up.'
Captain Ahab would have given up whaling and retired to grow petunias in a suburb of New
Bedford.?
3. Now...when we ask the questidis there any hope for sinful
man?"...we're not talking about that kirod hope.

4, We're not referring to the Disneylsshing-upon-a-statype of hope.
5. We're not referring to thd hope...I hope...I hopeKind of hope.
6. NO...I'm talking about the kind of "hope" of which the Bible speaks.
7. When the Bible speaks of "hope" it's the kind of hope that EXPECTS...
1. It's hope that is an anchor...
2. It's the kind of hope that Peter refers to 8svang hope" (I Peter
1:3).
3. When the Bible speaks dfiope" it's speaking of the promises of
God

3. So...does the Bible offer any of that kindhalpefor the spiritual dilemma of the
human race?
1. Well...the good news is that God not only has something to say about man's
greatest problem...
2. But...He has a lot to say about MAN'S ONEYOPE!
4, Now...we've already learned that the entire huhfemily” stands guilty and
condemned before a Holy and Just God.
1. BUT..WHAT IE.."WHAT IF" ...IT WERE POSSIBLE TO BE PART OF
A "DIFFERENT " FAMILY?
2. Well...the Bible teaches that it is not only POSSIBLE...
1. But God provided a way for sinful, condemned man...
2. To do exactly that...
3. To be part of a different family!!!
3. And He did that even befothe foundation of the world{Eph. 1)
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5. And...now watch this...according to the Word of God..being part of that new
family which God has brought into existence is m@fd.Y HOPE!
1. The Bible tells us that is possiblefor a person who is a member of

Adam's family...
1. That's the family that has inherited a SIN NATURE from its first

parents...

2. And as a result is condemned to spiritual de&hernal
separation from God)

3. It is possible to escape from THA@damicfamily and become

part of a NEW FAMILY.
4. A SPIRITUAL FAMILY THAT'S NOT CONDEMNED...
BUT IS PROMISED ETERNAL LIFE!

2. Now...the question any thinking person is going to ask at this point is'"H@GW do you
get into that family?"

"BECAUSE, IF THAT'S POSSIBLE I'D LIKE TO SWITCH FAMILIES! HOW DO YOU D
THAT?"

1. Most people don't know the answer to that question.
1. In fact...even a lot of people who seem wethigiousdon't know how to
answer that question!
2. Many people...even people involved in religious work, including

"clergymen’..don't know the answer to that question.

Oh, they have an answdbut it's the wrong answer.

They say that one can become a member of God's New Family by religious
activity or by doind'good works".

1. Sounds good!

2. In fact...very appealing!

3. Lots of people buy it!

4. Why? Because we can all WORK!

Only one problem...
5. WRONG ANSWER!!

6. The Bible even tells us about one of the foremost religious leaders of
Jesus' time...
1. Who once went to Jesus thinking Jesus was simply a great,
religious teacher...
2. And Jesus used that situation to tell this religious man how to
become part of God's New Family...
John 3
3 Jesus said to him, "Truly, truly, | say to you, unless one is born again, he cannot see the
kingdom of God."
4 Nicodemus said to Him, "How can a man be born when he is old? He cannot enter a

second time into his mother's womb and be born, can he?"

Nicodemus didn't understand...so, Jesus repeated it...

7 "Do not marvel that | said to you, "You must be born again.'
Nicodemus still didn't understand...

9 Nicodemus answered and said to Him, "How can these things be?"
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10 Jesus answered and said to him, "Are you the teacher of Israel, and do not understand

these things?

2. Now...those are the most important words that Nicodemus ever heard.
1. Then...why is it that someone trained in the Scriptures...
1. A religious man...and a theological scholar...
2. Didn't understand what Jesus was talking about?
2. Well...Nicodemus had an enemy!
3. Remember who the first sinner was?

1. Remember how he deceived Eve?

2. Well...he'sstill around.

3. And he'sstill deceiving people.

4, Even very religious people!

4, He still tempts man to be the god of his own life and to decide for himself
what isright and wrong,or good and evil
5. And he deceives man into believing that he's really OK!

1. “I'm OK...you're OK...everybody's OK!"

2. And so...when man feels a little guilty about his sin and wants
some relief...

3. Satan helps him come up witlpkn to relieve that guilt and
supposedly make God happy...

4, And thatplanis designed to appease God by doing good works...

Q) Or Religion!!
(2) Or keeping the Tetbig ones!"
6. Man is deceived into believing that...

1. "If | do all that good stuff...

2. "Then..God will like me so much that He'll just overlook all my
shortcomings and He'll see that my good out weighs my bad...
etc.

3. You know what that is?T'S SPIRITUAL DECEPTION! SPIRITUAL

BLINDNESS!

1. In fact...did you know the Bible teaches that part of Satan's deceptive work
is toblind the eyes of men to spiritual truth?

2. That's what the Bible say$l'll show you in a minute)

3. Nicodemus was a religious leader...but it was just a cd%$keoblind
leading the blind."

4, And we see that all around us today!

5. Listen to this..one of the men who was used greatly of God was a man
namedPaul

6. But...at one time, Paul was also spiritually blind!

1. That is not to say that he wasn't a religious person, because he
really was...just like Nicodemus...

2. Paul was a brilliant Jewish scholar of the Law...

3. A very religiousJew!!!

7. But he had the same problem as every other member born into the human

race...HE WAS IN THE WRONG FAMILY!
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8. Until ...the day his problem was solved and his spiritual eyes were opened
to the Good News...
1. The Good News that Satan had kept him blinded to...
2. And in a moment of time, he became a memb&ad's New
Family...
3. HOW?...He put his faith in Jesus Christ for his salvation!
Galatians 3:26."For you are all sons of God through faith in Jesus Christ."”
9. But that was only the beginning...
1. Because...by the Grace of God...
2. This same man was lattdSPIRED by The Holy Spirit...
3. To write most of the New Testament!
10. He was now A MEMBER OF GOD'S NEW FAMILY!
11. Listen to the words God inspired him to write in Il Cor. 4:3-4...
3 "And even if our gospel is veiled, it is veiled to those who are perighsgas one of
'em)
4 in whose castihe god of this world has blinded the minds of the unbelievititat they
might not se¢he light of the gospel of the glory of Christ, who is the image of God."

4, So...the Bible clearly teaches that Satan has blinded the mind of man.
1. And has placed HOSTILITY in his heart toward the God who created him!
2. Listen to some of the things the Bible teaches about man's spiritual

blindness and hostility toward God...

Rom 8:7

"...because the mind set on the fleshastiletoward God; for it does not subject itself to the law

of God, for it isnot even abldo do so..."

1 Cor 2:14

"But a natural man(old family) does not accept the things of the Spirit of God; for they are
foolishnessto him, anche cannot understand thenbecause they are spiritually appraised.”

Rom 3:10-11

"...as it is written, "There is none righteous, not even one; there is none who understands, there
is none who seeks for God..."

3. Now...why do you think Satan has blinded the spiritual eyes of man and
placed hostility in his heart toward God?

4. It's very simple:
1. He opposes God and all who are part of His spiritual family...
2. And..He wants to keep as many as possible in the family of

Adam!!! (Fallen-sinful Adamic Family

3. Now...about this time someone might be thinkifidis just doesn't seem fair!"
1. "l didn't ask to be born into Adam's family."
1. "l didn't have anything to do with being born into the wrong human
family!"
2. "You mean to tell me that God is condemning me for doing something over

which | had no control?"



2. Good question...and it's partially true.
1. This part is true You and | had nothing to do with being condemned in
Adam.
2. But...ask yourself this questiotidave | ever sinned in thought, word, or

deed...by my own personal choice?"

3. Here's another onéHave | ever broken just orad the "Big Ten"?

4. How about this one:
Matt 22:37-38
" You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your
mind. This is the great and foremost commandment.”
YOU EVER BREAK THAT ONE?

5. Now...you might say."Well, maybe that one, but | kept the rest of them."

6. Well...I've got bad news for you...
James 2:10
"For whoever keeps the whole law and yet stumbles in one point, he has become guilty of all."

3. Listen...the fact is that we are sinners by natarel.by choice!
1. And the first requirement for enteri@pd's New Familys to lay all the

cards on the table...
1. To be big about it...
2. And just go ahead and admit it...
3. “I'M A SINNER!"
4. "AND | HAVE CHOSEN TO SIN ON BY MY OWN FREE WILL.!"
"GOD IS RIGHT AND | AM WRONG!"
Now...that's where the discovery of man's ONIbépe" begins!
And this is where the Good News comes in...
1. Because...right in the middle of man's hopeless dilemma...
2. GOD HAS BEEN WORKING ALL ALONG ON HIS BEHALF!

4, How? Well...did you know that thAdamin Genesis wasn't thanly Adam!

1. Because the Bible tells us that God &0 ADAMS
1. God tells us that there are two totalifferent heads of two completely
different streams of humanity!
2. Listen to Paul's words in | Cor. 15:45-46...
"So also it is written, "The first man, Adam, became a living soul." The last Adam became a
life-giving spirit.
However, the spiritual is not first, but the natural; then the spiritual.”
3. In Vs. 47, Paul repeats the difference between these two Adam's:
"The first man is from the earth, earthy; the second man is from heaven."
2. The First Adam can be describedldtE FALLEN ADAM.

1. Adam...the first man..
1. Brought an'earthy" race into existence by natural procreation.
2. Adam and Eve had children, and their children had children, and
here you and | are.
2. But...in contrast to the First Adam...
1. The Second Adam is in the proces®ohging into existence

2. A heavenly racehat is right with God!



3. And that's being accomplished Bypernatural Regeneration!
1. Not rehabilitation.
2. Not reformation.

3. REGENERATION!
4, Man becomes part of the earthy, sinful family by physical birth.
5. But...because of God's work on our behalf...
1. Man can become part &od's New Family.(Heavenly family)...
2. Through a spiritual birth...a new birth...
3. How?..BY BEING "BORN AGAIN!"

5. Now...it's time to take our attention off of the FIRST ADAM.
1. It's time to give our complete attention to God's LAST ADAM!

1. We've seen THE FALLEN ADAM.
2. Now let's look aTHE RISEN ADAM!

2. The First Adam was created to reflect thmage" of God, remember?
1. But...when he rebelled against God's will the "image" mased or
smudged

2. So, God sent thieast Adamto show us théimage" of God!
Heb 1:1-3
"God...in these last days has spoken to us in His Son, whom He appointed heir of all things,
through whom also He made the world.
And He is the radiance of His glory and the exact representatfonimage) of His nature..."
3. The Last Adam didn't mar or smudiie imageof God...

1. Because the Scripture says in Jn. 6:38...
2. "I came down from heaven, not to do my own will...but to do the
will of Him that sent Me."
3. God's original purpose for man is now being carried out, not through The First

Adam... but througtAnother Adarh
God is still creating man(ll Cor. 5:17)
The Bible teaches that man's ONLY HOPE is found in Jesus Christ.
Because He is God's LAST Adam.
Why "last" ? Because there will never be need of another One!
Now...l know...Satan has deceived people into believing that Jesus Christ
was a failure.
5. And it is true that when He went to the Cross."d@peared" to be a
hopeless failure.
. But He was totally triumphan{Col. 2:13-15)
7. Listen to the words of Jesus as He speaks about His coming crucifixion.
(John 12:24...)
"Truly, truly, | say to you, unless a grain of wheat falls into the earth and diesegitnhains by
itself alone; but if it dies, it bears much fruit."
Now...what's thismuch fruit'?
THE "MUCH FRUIT" THAT CAME FROM CHRIST'S DEATH ON THAT CROSS AND
RESURRECTION FROM THE DEAD...IS50D'S NEW FAMILY!
Or...the Church of Jesus Christ!l...The family of God!

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4, Now we've seen that man's physical birth brought witbahdemnation’because
we were conceived in sin.
1. But...what about Jesus?
2. He came here, as a man, by physical birth, too, right?
3. That's exactly right.
5. "But", someone might sa¥4, thought the Bible teaches that Jesus came to earth

by a'virgin birth" ".
1. That's true...He was BORN of a virgin...

1. But in every other way...His birth was as human as any other
person ever born...
2. Because it wasn't Higirth that was miraculous and supernatural...
3. It was how He wasconceived".
2. That...was the real miracle!
3. Here's what the angel said to Mary:
Luke 1:31-35
31 "And behold, you will conceive in your womb, and bear a son, and you shall name
Him Jesus.

The Holy Spirit will come upon you, and the power of the Most High will overshadow, you
and for that reason the holy offspring shall be called the Son of God."
6. So...Jesus was born physically just like every other baby ever born...BUT THE
DIFFERENCE IS THAT HE WAS BORN SINLESS!

1. The writer to the Hebrews says...

Heb 4:15

Christ was'...tempted in all things as we are, yet without sin."
2. And because He was sinless...He could pay the penalty for our sins.
3. Someone had to die in our place who was qualified to pay the price!
4, And when Jesus died the price for our sins WAS PAID IN FULL!

1 Pet 3:18

"For Christ also died for sins once for all, the just for the unjush order that He might bring
us to God..."

5. So...where the First Adam failed...the Last Adam succeeded.
6. Don't forget now...the Adamic family is in a hopeless spiritual condition.
1. The only thing we have to look forward to is eternal death and separation from

God...if we remain in that family.
1. But...here's the Good News...

1 Cor 15:22
"For as in Adam all die, so also in Christ all shall be made alive."
2. All man has to do is to be honest and acknowledge that Satan has him
hopelessly bound...
1. In guilt
2. In condemnation

3. In death



3. But...it is not until a man is willing to admit those things...
1. That God will rescue him from his sinful condition...
2. And enable him to receive and embrace the Good News of the

GOSPEL! (Romans 1:16)
Now...let me ask you...
4, What greater news could there be than the GOSPEL of Jesus Christ!!
5. What? Winning the Lottery!?

1. So...you die and go into eternity separated from God forever...
2. But rich?...not hardly.

6. You'll never see a U-Haul behind a hearse!

7. Listen to this...

Heb 2:14-15

"Since then the children (of Adam) share in flesh and blood, He (The Last Adarmself
likewise also partook of the same, that through death He might render powerless horhad
the power of death, that is, the devil; and might deliver those who through fear ohdsate
subject to slavery all their lives."

8. That's the Good News that man needs to hear...but Satan has blinded his
eyes!

9. But...if man's so sinful...why does the Holy Spirit of God keep pleading
with him?

10. Here's the answer...the Bible says...
Rom 5:8
"But God demonstrates His own love toward us, in that while we were yet sfihrist died
for us."
John 3:16
"For God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes i
Him should not perish, but have eternal life."

11.  You know who "WHOEVER" is? That"svhoever"!

2. Now...that ought to take the pressure off of man in his hopeless condition!
1. Think about it...God laid all your sin and mine...
1. On His perfect son...
2. As He was hanging on the Cross of Calvary!
2. He took what you and | deserve.
3. He died for us and then was buried and then on the third day rose from the
grave!
4, The Apostle Paul writes in Romans 4:25...
"He...was delivered up because of our transgressions, and was raised (for) ourigasidi."
3. Jesus paid it all!
1. Now...God can say to sinful man...
1. "The full payment for your sins has been made...
2. "If you will now receive my Son as your personal payment...
3. "You will be set free from the Adamic family...
4, "And you will be born-again into the Last Adam...JESUS CHRIST!
5. "And into My new family
2. Eternal life is a free gift to all who will receive it.

Rom 6:23

"For the wages of sin is death, but the free gift of God is eternal life in Chdissus our
Lord."
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Conclusion:

7. Now...there just might be someone listening to my voice who still isn't sure how to get
into God's New Family.

*They may not really understand how to'lhern-again”into that family.

1. God doesn't leave us in the dark here, either.
1. Being"born-again"involves two steps:
Acts 20:21
"...repentancetoward God and faithn our Lord Jesus Christ."
2. REPENTANCE & FAITH
2. What does it mean twepent'?
The word means tdurn around"or "to change your mind"
God...theCreatorof man...invites man to turn from his way to God's way.
He has already paid maiisdamic) penalty on the Cross.
Now...man is able to make the right choice.
Acts 17:30 says.'God...commands all men everywhere to repent.”
All men...Everywhere!

8. So...being born-again involves REPENTANCE, but it also involves FAITH.

"Faith toward our Lord Jesus Christ(Acts 20:21)

1. When a man repents and turns toward God as his Father...

1. He is trusting God the Son as his Savior.

2. And on the basis of what he has learned about Christ's payment for his
sins...
1. He can now say from his heatrt...
2. "Dear Lord Jesus...Thank you for dying for my sins...
3. "I now invite you into my life to be my own, personal Savior."

3. The Bible says in Jn. 1:12But as many as received Him, to them He

gave the right to become children of God."

4, And that...is how a man becomes a born-again Christian...
5. That...is how a man is born into God's Forever Family.
6. And that...is man's only hope!
