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M y friend 
Caryl Matris-
ciana tells of 

an old Arab saying that 
goes something like 
this: “During a sand-
storm, (or any crisis), 
don’t allow the camel’s 

nose to nudge into your tent because 
the rest of him will soon follow as you 
get nudged out!”   She writes, “Maybe 
in the West we know little of sand-
storms and the stubbornness of camel 
temperaments but, in Western society, 
we are experiencing our share 
of the aggressive intrusion of 
Arab culture through in-
migrating Muslims and their 
7th century desert religion, 
Islam.” 

 Is she just overreacting 
or should Americans be 
alarmed?��The problem is that 
most Americans refuse to be-
lieve or just aren’t interested when 
they are warned that Islam has de-
clared war against the West.  Men like 
Daniel Pipes and William J. Federer 
are attempting to stop the “nudging-in” 
process which will eventually “nudge-
out” our American way of life.   

 What will it take for the aver-
age American to understand that the 
goal of Islam is to subjugate the world 
to Allah?  Daniel Pipes writes that 
“...we in America must be warned of 
Islam’s subtle “nudging into” America  
and note that Islam refuses to assimi-
late” into the culture.   Muslim clerics 

in Iran, Saudi Arabia and elsewhere 
have proclaimed that Europe will be 
Islamic in 10-20 years.   

ROME CONQUERED BY ISLAM? 

 As you probably know the 
Pope recently visited America.  He 
might not be too happy to hear that a 
sermon by a prominent Muslim cleric, 
and Hamas member of the Palestinian 
parliament, openly declared in a ser-
mon on April 11th that “the capital of 
the Catholics, or the Crusader capital,” 
would soon be conquered by Islam.  

But that’s not all.  In his fiery 
sermon, he predicted that Islam 
“...will spread through Europe 
in its entirety, and then (now 
watch this)...will turn to the 
two Americas, even Eastern 
Europe.”

THE CAMEL IS NUDGING
 If you think concerns 
about an Islamic takeover of 
America are an overreac-
tion, here are just a few 
things for your considera-
tion: 

1. On January 4th, 
2007, Keith Ellison, a 
new member of the 
110th Congress from 
the state of Minne-
sota, took his ceremo-
nial oath of office 
with a Koran.  The 
oath was administered 
by the new Speaker of 
the House, Nancy Pe-
losi.  Can you imagine 
such a thing happen-
ing in the U.S. of A?!  A 
member of Congress taking 
an oath on a book that says all 
Christians and Jews are pigs 
and apes and that they must 
die! 

2. American prisons are be-
coming recruiting grounds for 
terrorists.  There are disturb-
ing trends that are beginning 
to be noticed by law enforce-
ment officials.  A number of 
national security experts say 
that the radicalization and re-
cruitment of terrorists in U.S. 
prisons present a threat of 
“unknown magni tude. ”  
Chuck Colson of Prison Fel-
lowship, puts it this way:  “I 
don’t usually make predic-
tions, but here’s one I’ll ven-
ture: If, God forbid, an attack 
by home-grown Islamist radi-
cals occurs on American soil, 
many, if not most, of the per-
petrators will have converted 

to Islam while in prison.”  So, 
you can help by supporting 
ministries, like ours, that pre-
sent the truth of the Gospel 
and provide a necessary anti-
dote to Islamic radicalism in 
jails and prisons.  When I was 
going into jails in the Phoenix 

area, the guards told me that 
the most problematic area 
they had to deal with were the 
demands being made by Mus-
lim inmates and their chapel 
services. 

3. The Center for Religious 
Freedom, as I’ve reported 
before, reports that “Hundreds 
of Islamic centers in the 
United States 
have become a 
hot-bed for ex-
tremist activity; 
they promote 
violence, terror-
ism and hatred 
for America.”    
Their initial in-
vestigation has 
concluded that there are be-
tween 400 to 500 Islamic cen-
ters in the U.S.  David 
Gaubatz, the director of coun-
terintelligence and counterter-

rorism for the Society of 
Americans for National Exis-
tence reports: “In those 
places, they preach an ex-
treme version of Islam that 
says America and the West is 
the enemy.  They espouse 
violence, hatred and the need 

for terrorism.”   

4. Now...what about 
the camel’s nose nudg-
ing into our tent?  I 
learned a little about the 
temperament of camels 
when riding one of 
them up to the pyramids 
in Giza.  They’re not 
only stubborn, but if 
you ever go into a 
camel barn, you’ll also 
learn very quickly that 
they stink!    Now...am I 
an alarmist?  I think not.

of Daniel Pipes article, Brit-
ain’s Encounter with Islamic 
Law: “Muslim clerics in Iran, 
Saudi Arabia and elsewhere

At an open-mosque 

day held last fall at the Islamic 
Center of Irvine, more 
than half the guests were 
Mormons. Steve Young, a 
Mormon who attended the 
event said, “A Mormon 
living in an Islamic society would 
be very comfortable.”   

 Muslims agree.  Haitham 
Bundakni, former chairman of the 
Islamic Society of Orange County 
said, “When I go to a Mormon 
church I feel at ease.”  Now watch 
this:  He said, “When I heard the 
president of  the LDS speak a few 
years ago, if I’d closed my eyes 
I’d have thought he was an 
imam.”   

 There’s more.  The Mor-
mon Church has become the larg-
est contributor to Buena Park-
based Islamic Relief, the West’s 
largest Muslim-based charity.  
“We have a very close and 
friendly relationship,” says Keith 
Atkinson, West Coast LDS 
spokesman.

2001, Nov. 19-  President Bush 
was the first president to invite 50 
ambassadors from Islamic coun-
tries to celebrate Ramadan, where, 
for the first time in the White 
House, Muslims knelt and touched 
the floor with their foreheads in a 
formal ceremony. 

2002, Dec. 5-  President Bush was 
the first president to take off his 
shoes to visit the Islamic Center. 

2005, Jan. 20-  President Bush 
was the first president to mention 
the Koran in the Inaugural Ad-
dress. 

2007, Jan. 4-  Nancy Pelosi stood 
next to Keith Ellison as he swore 
upon a Koran to become the first 
Muslim U.S. congressman. 

2007, April 5-  Highest member of 
the U.S. Congress, speaker of the 
House Nancy Pelosi, went to Syria 
and submitted to Islamic law by 
covering her head with a Muslim 
Hijab (veil). 

2007, April 17-  President Bush 
was the first president to appoint a 
Muslim U.S. ambassador to the 
United Nations, Zalmay Khalilzad. 

2007, June- First Muslim prayer 
meeting began in the U.S. 
Capitol building, bowing 
toward Mecca. 

2008, Jan. 9-  President 
Bush was the first president 
to call for fulfilling the Muslim 
dream of pressuring Israel to give 
up sole sovereignty of Jerusalem. 

2008-  Barak Hussein Obama, the 
first presidential candidate whose 
middle name is that of Muham-
mad’s grandson, told the French 
magazine Paris Match, Jan. 31, 

2008:  “Once I’m elected, I want 
to organize a summit in the Mus-
lim world.”

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T wo women in China made 
the Guinness Book of World 
Records for living 12 days in a 
glass enclosure.  But...they weren’t 
alone.  Eight-hundred and eighty-
eight snakes were in there with 
them!  Now...I’m no snake lover 
and when I read that 666 
(interesting number) of those 
snakes were cobras, with fangs, I 
figured those women were in seri-
ous need of some help!  By the 
way, during those 288 hours snakes 
crawled across their heads, touched 
their faces and feet with their 
tongues, and crawled under their 
quilts at night and slept with them.  
I only have one question: WHY?  
What in this world would motivate 
anyone to get in a room with 888 
snakes for 12 days? 

 I’ve got another question 
for you and me to think about:  
“Why do we feel the need to share 
the Gospel with others?”  Why do I 
want to establish a deeper relation-
ship with a Muslim I met who 
works at a local department store, 
so, I can share Christ with him?     
Why am I working to find a local 
ministry which will help the young 
homosexual at the car wash?   

 What motivates Christians 
to carry out the command of Jesus 
Christ to take the Gospel to the 
world?  Now...most of us can’t 
think in terms of pygmies in the 
Amazon Rain Forest, so, let’s start 
where Jesus started, Jerusalem.  
What motivates us to tell friends, 
family, neighbors in Phoenix, St. 
Louis, Kansas City, Los Angeles, 
et al, about Jesus?  What motivates 
us, or what should motivate us? 

 The best way to answer that 
question is to go to the Bible and to 
look at the life of one of the most 
highly-motivated, wired-to-win, 
getter-doner's that Christianity has 
ever known.  Saul, later called 
Paul, was a religious Jew who 
hated Christians until he met Jesus 
Christ, after which he became the 
greatest missionary the world has 
ever known!   

 Now...someone might say, 
“Well...that was a different time, a 
different world.”  Not really.  The 
world the Apostle Paul told about 
Christ was much like our world 
today.  They had all the moral, so-
cial, and political corruption that 
we’ve got today.  My question is 
this: What motivated this little Jew 
to walk into the Roman world of 
power and supremacy and start 
preaching the Gospel?   I think we 
can find the answer in the first 
chapter of the Book of Romans, 
which, by the way, God used Paul 
to write.    

HE UNDERSTOOD THE 
POWER OF THE GOSPEL! 

 He writes in Romans 
1:16… “For I am not ashamed of 
the gospel of Christ, for it is the 
power of God to salvation for eve-
ryone who believes, for the Jew 
first and also for the Greek.” 

 The best demonstration of 
the power of the Gospel is in its 
power to change a person’s life!  
Paul knew from personal experi-
ence that the Gospel was capable 
of changing anyone’s life.  If you  

know Jesus Christ, then, you know 
that too, right?  He changed your 
life didn’t He?  He changed my life 
after a brief stay in an Arizona jail.   

 Paul knew the Gospel was 
more powerful than any and all of 
the man-made religions of the 
world.  Today, we know that no 
matter how Islam might huff and 
puff and threaten to blow our world 
apart...the Gospel is more powerful 
than all their bombs and behead-
ings!     

 Paul knew that 
the Gospel was supe-
rior to any other mes-
sage man could ever 
hear.  Now watch 
this...if I have a mes-
sage that is greater 
than any other message 
in the world...and that message 
completely transforms the life of 
anyone who believes it...and if that 
message is the only message that 
will save a person from Hell...and 
if that messages is superior to 
every other message man can ever 
hear...then...don’t you think that 
knowing those things ought to mo-
tivate every Christian on this earth 
to get that message to everyone on 
this earth?  Boy...that sounds like a 
sermon, doesn’t it?  So, Paul knew 
the power of the Gospel and that 
motivated him to share it.  Does it 
motivate you?  Now...there was 
something else that motivated 
him: 

COMPASSION! 

 Do we really care about the 
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souls of people?  Paul did.  Big 
time!  Paul loved the Church and 
he loved those who had not yet 
heard the Gospel.  Look what he 
says to the church at Rome.  Ro-
mans 1:8-12…“First, I thank my 
God through Jesus Christ for you 
all, that your faith is spoken of 
throughout the whole world.  For 
God is my witness, whom I serve 
with my spirit in the gospel of His 
Son, that without ceasing I make 
mention of you always in my 
prayers, making request if, by 

some means, now at 
last I may find a way 
in the will of God to 
come to you. For I 
long to see you, that I 
may impart to you 
some spiritual gift, so 
that you may be estab-

lished-- that is, that I may be en-
couraged together with you by the 
mutual faith both of you and me.” 

 So...we see in Paul...a man 
motivated to spread the Gospel 
because he had COMPASSION...a 
love for God and a love for His 
Church.  He was motivated by a 
clear understanding of the Power of 
the Gospel and a Compassion...a 
love for the lost and for the Church 
for which Christ died. 

COMPULSION 

 Do we sense any obligation 
to spread the Gospel? I mean, how 
about such a small thing as placing 
a tract on the table after the meal in 
a restaurant?  Paul would have!  
Look what he says in Vs. 14…. “I 
am under obligation both to 

Greeks and to barbarians, both to 
the wise and to the foolish.” 

 See that word “obligation”?  
That word can also be translated 
“compulsion.”  Paul believed that 
his lifetime obligation to the whole 
world...to every man...was to share 
Christ with him!  The truth is that 
every believer has a moral and 
spiritual responsibility  to do the 
same.  We are obligated because 
we have the cure for the most 
deadly disease in human history, 
SIN! 

 The good news is that many 
have heard the Gospel.  In fact, 
there are New Testaments in ap-
proximately 710 languages and en-
tire Bibles in 281 languages of the 
world!  That’s great, except we 
need to keep working, because the 
people of the world speak over 
6,000 languages.  Here’s more 
good news: there are more than 
1,000 translations in process right 
now!  But, the sobering news is 
that there are some 4,000 language 
groups who have no current hope 
of ever hearing the Gospel in their 
own language…unless...God raises 
up more translators.   

 Now...when we think about 
those figures and those people, the 
old idea that Christians are here to 
simply sing and swing our way to 
some celestial shore seems to lose 
its punch.  Paul said, “I’m obli-
gated to reach everybody I can!”  
Like Paul, every one of us who 
claims to know Jesus Christ is 
“marked”.  We have been sent...not 
with “a” message...but with 

“THE” MESSAGE!   

 Question: Do you 
believe there is any other mes-

sage that can bring men to God and 
save them from Hell...other than 
the Gospel of Jesus Christ?  If you 
believe that then what are you do-
ing about it? 

 So...what motivated Paul?  
1. He had a CLEAR understanding 
of the power of the Gospel. 

2. He had a COMPASSION for the 
lost. 

3. He had a COMPULSION, an 
obligation to share the Good News. 

COMMITMENT  

 “So, as much as is in me, I 
am ready to preach the gospel to 
you who are in Rome also.”  
(Romans 1:15) 

 Paul said, “I’m ready.”  Not 
only was he ready, he was eager to 
preach the Gospel.  And he was 
highly motivated by that kind of-
COMMITMENT.  Watch what he 
wrote in II Cor. l5:13-14… “For if 
we are beside ourselves, it is for 
God; or if we are of sound mind, it 
is for you.  For the love of Christ 
compels us…”  

 What compelled Paul?  
What motivated him?  The same 
thing that should motivate you and 
me, CHRIST’S LOVE!  Not guilt.  
Not pressure from the pulpit.  Jesus 
said, “If you love me, keep my 
commandments.”   It is our love 
for the One who has saved us and 
loves us unconditionally that 
should motivate us to spread the 
Gospel to the world.  Remember: 
The Bible is true, Hell is hot, and 
Jesus is Coming!   
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
